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Read Genesis 1:20-25; Genesis 7:1-4; Job 40:15-24, 41:1-34. The discus-
sion of dinosaurs, especially within the context of historical Scripture, is part 
of an even larger debate among fellow Christians. This debate involves the 
interpretation of Genesis, how we choose to process or interpret the various 
physical evidences that have been discovered and analyzed in the scientific 
fields, and the age of the earth.

Worship the great God who created all creatures, including the great and 
powerful ones. Pray that you and your family will be reminded that God is 
worthy of worship every time you see His creation.

OPTION 1: Sit down with your family and have everyone draw a picture of 
their favorite animal. Then, have each of your children talk about why that 
animal is their favorite and tell something interesting about it. Talk about the 
way all of God’s creation is magnificent and every animal is so unique. Take 
some time to pray with your family and thank God for creating their favorite 
animals.

OPTION 2: Ask your family what they have read or heard about dinosaurs 
from books, movies, or science classes. Do these mainstream beliefs match 
up with Scripture? How should a Christian respond?

Though your teens may not be as interested in dinosaurs as they once were, 
they still need the confidence in Scripture that today’s study prompts. An-
swers in Genesis, Creation Research Institute, Creation Today, and many 
other organizations have YouTube videos, articles, and webpages about dino-
saurs. Investigate some of these as a family and share your discoveries with 
one another.

Today your student learned God created dinosaurs and they roamed the 
earth. Many dinosaurs died during the Flood, as evidenced by fossils. Those 
that were on the ark survived, but became extinct as a result of the post-Flood 
changes on earth. We can praise God for His amazing creatures, including 
dinosaurs.
